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Panelbericht: ,,Reconciliation and Outreach®, Bogota, Colombia, 7-9. July 2016,
International Federation for Public History — 3rd Annual Conference

Nach Jahrzehnten des Biirgerkriegs zwischen Paramilitérs, Regierungstruppen und den Fuerzas
Armadas Revolucionarias de Colombia (FARC), wurde vor wenigen Monaten ein Waffenstill-
stand geschlossen, der als konkreter Schritt fiir einen endgiiltigen Frieden in Kolumbien gilt. Da-
mit wire ein Konflikt beendet, der seit den 1960er Jahren hunderttausenden Menschen das Leben
gekostet und zu Vertreibungen von Millionen gefiihrt hat. Ist dieses Vorgehen vom Stimmvolk
in der Abstimmung vom 2. Oktober auch in dieser Form abgelehnt worden, so hat der Friedens-
prozess in Kolumbien dennoch zu einer vertieften Auseinandersetzung und 6ffentlichen Aufar-
beitung der jliingeren Geschichte gefiihrt. Entsprechend war die 3. Konferenz der International
Federation of Public History! (7.-9. Juli 2016 an der Universidad de los Andes, Bogota) stark von

Fragen der Anerkennung und der historischen Aufarbeitung von Gewalterfahrung geprégt.

Die Beitriage zeigten die unterschiedlichen Facetten von Public History, die Themen personlicher
und kollektiver Erinnerung ebenso abdeckt wie 6ffentliche Diskussionen zur Geschichte, institu-
tionelle Vermittlungsprojekte, Auftragsarbeiten und Geschichtsdeutungen. Entsprechend vielfal-
tig waren auch die besprochenen Gegenstinde: Von Ausstellungen, augmented reality-Applikati-
onen, Literatur, Blogs, Tourismusangeboten, Monumenten bis hin zu Ausséhnungsprozessen und

Filmen. Ebenso befassten sich mehrere Panels mit Fragen der digital history und der oral history.

Die beiden Keynote lectures waren Aufarbeitungsprozessen in Kolumbien und in den USA ge-
widmet. MARIA EMMA WILLS (Bogota) priasentierte in ihrem Beitrag kollektive und persén-
liche Erinnerungen an den kolumbianischen Biirgerkrieg, die mit den Zeitzeuginnen und Zeitzeu-
gen auch anhand von Zeichnungen aufgearbeitet und besprochen wurden.? LIZ SEVCENKO

(New York) stellte in ihrer Keynote lecture anhand des Guantdnamo Public Memory Project® und

schem Gewicht vor.

Rund 300 Teilnehmende aus 40 Landern diskutierten in 17 Panels iiber die gesellschaftliche
Rolle der Geschichte. Den thematisch sehr breit gefacherten Panels waren zwei grundlegende
Fragenkomplexe gemeinsam: Zum einen ging es um die Frage nach der gesellschaftlichen Funk-
tion, die die Aufarbeitung der Vergangenheit einnehmen soll und der die public history verpflich-
tet ist. Zum andern dréngte sich die damit verbundene Diskussion um die Rolle der Historikerin-
nen und Historiker innerhalb der Aufarbeitungsprozesse auf: Wer schreibt das Narrativ und wie

wird mit den inhaltlichen Differenzen umgegangen?

Diese Fragen kamen auch im Panel ,,Reconciliation and Outreach* zur Sprache, das von
swisspeace und infoclio.ch organisiert worden war. Im von ELISABETH BAUMGARTNER
(Bern)’ geleiteten und von Liz SevCenko moderierten Panel wurden Erfahrungen von histori-
scher Aufarbeitung durch Kommissionen, Vermittlungsarbeit im Digitalen sowie im Museum
diskutiert. In dieses Panel war auch der Verfasser des Berichtes SEVERIN RUEEGG (Ziirich)
geladen, um den Umgang der offiziellen Schweiz mit der Vergangenheit zu skizzieren. Er ver-
wies auf die unterschiedliche Entstehungsgeschichte der ,,Unabhidngigen Expertenkommission
(UEK): Schweiz — Zweiter Weltkrieg® und der ,,Unabhéngigen Expertenkommission Administra-
tive Versorgungen®. Entstand die erste UEK auf Grund starken internationalen Drucks, so war es
im zweiten Fall ein Druck von Seiten der Betroffenen und ihren Fiirsprechern, gendhrt durch In-
terventionen, etwa einer Wanderausstellung und 6ffentlichen Diskussionen, durch regionale For-
schungsprojekte und die politische Hartnéckigkeit einzelner Parlamentarierinnen und Parlamenta-

rier.

JAIRO ANTONIO MELO FLOREZS prisentierte sein Projekt ,,Historia, crimen y justicia®,

eine Website zur Diskussion und Erarbeitung der Geschichte der Gewalt Kolumbiens. Dabei will

er den Fokus von der Gewalt an sich auf die Aufarbeitung der facettenreichen Geschichte der
Konfliktlosung verschieben. Da das digitale Angebot alleine keine Interaktion hervorrufe, betonte
er die Wichtigkeit des direkten und konstanten Austauschs mit der moglichen Zielgruppe, in die-
sem Fall mit den Lehrerinnen und Lehrern, um das Projekt an den Schulen zu verankern.

Wie Ausstellungen eine Rolle in der personlichen und lokalen Aufarbeitung von Gewalt einneh-
men konnen, zeigte JIMENA PERRY7 in ,,Museums and Memory Representations of Violence
in Colombia, 2000-2014“.8 Dabei besprach sie exemplarisch zwei lokale Ausstellungsprojekte,
die sich direkt die Betroffenen adressieren und ihnen Formen und Rédume des Gedenkens anbie-

ten.

Im Verlauf der drei Tage lieferte die Konferenz wenige konkrete Antworten, zeigte aber stattdes-
sen eine sehr aktive und engagierte Community, die aufgrund der Ausrichtung auf ein nichtaka-
demisches Publikum sehr heterogen war. Entsprechend waren jene Panels am anregendsten, in

denen methodisch unterschiedliche Zuginge zum selben Thema aufeinandertrafen.
Die Konferenz kann in Tweets als Kompilation angesehen werden.’
